Transportation System Audit

As you may be aware, the District is conducting a Transportation
System Audit. The purpose of this Audit is to gather data about the
costs and effectiveness of our system from an objective third
party. Our goal in conducting the Audit is to determine if our cur-
rent Transportation System is the best option for providing service
to our community. If the current program is the best option, we
want to continue to offer it. However, if we can improve it and
provide better service, cost effectively, we certainly want to have
the option to explore that direction.

I would like to provide you some factual information about the
Audit and why we feel it is important to conduct one.

A bus service audit serves three key purposes. The Audit

e Assists a district in assuring responsible student transporta-
tion. We have specific concerns in the following areas: (1) Safety
and Liability, (2) Cost, (3) Bell times (start and dismissal), and (4)
Work force relations.

e Provides a complete fleet utilization analysis that evaluates all
routes for efficiency. This information will provide us an opportu-
nity to identify any routing inefficiencies and possible points to
consolidate routes.

e Reviews every process employed to deliver transportation
service. In addition, staff members are interviewed. These findings
are consolidated into a blueprint that provides guidance for future
planning.

A highly effective bus service system is responsive to three distinct
stakeholders: pupils, parents, and principals. Safety, reliability,
fleet condition, driver training, the student discipline system and
parent relations are the major functions of good customer service.
This transportation audit will provide the District with this depth of
information to help guide us with our decision-making.

We will keep you updated on the progress and findings of the
Audit. Thank you.

The Constitution requires a
count every 10 years of eve-
ryone living in the United
States regardless of nation-
ality, citizenship status, race,
age, or gender.

On April 1, 2010, all Lincoln students participated
in our first ever Lincoln Census within their social
studies classes. Developed by the social studies
department, the Lincoln Census incorporated
similar demographical questions as the real cen-
sus as well as fun and relatable questions in-
cluding team information, favorite sports teams
and favorite music. The results of our census
revealed interesting data, including that the ma-
jority of our students have one sibling, are male,
root for the Cubs, and enjoy Hip Hop music. As
these results will be revealed to the students,
they’'ve learned one thing for sure: their informa-
tion counts and the data gained is valuable and
fascinating.

FROM THE OFFICE OF THE SUPERINTENDENT

Following is a summary of the April 1, 2010, Board of Education
Committee of the Whole Meeting:

e Science Curriculum Review: An update of the K-5 science
curriculum review process was presented by Dr. Susan Wood-
row and Fairview teachers Angela Coscino and Jeanne Travis.
Teachers from the review committee have been piloting two
science curricula during the 2009-2010 school year. At the April
15™ Regular Business Meeting the Board of Education will be
asked to approve a recommendation to adopt the Foss science
curriculum for Kindergarten through Fifth Grades. Implementa-
tion of the new curriculum would begin with the 2010-2011
school year.

e Communication Audit: An overview of the communication
audit was presented. The audit was conducted during the fall of
2009 by the National School Public Relations Association
(NSPRA). Administration is in the process of developing a multi-
year Communication Plan for implementation to begin during
the 2010-2011 school year. The Board will be asked to approve
the final version of the communication plan in June. At that
time the communication audit and plan will be posted on the
District web site.

e Transportation External Audit: During the recent bus inci-
dent, next steps were identified to ensure to the best of our
ability that the episode would not be repeated. One of those
next steps was to conduct an external audit of the District’s
transportation system. Following discussion the Board of Educa-
tion instructed the Administration to move ahead at this time
with the external audit process. Administration has begun pre-
liminary conversation with TransParGroup a transportation
evaluation service located in Missouri. A follow up conversation
will take place at the April 15" Board of Education meeting.
