Lincoln sixth grade students participate in this unique learn-
ing opportunity. The program is designed to assist students 
in building new friendships, connecting with Lincoln faculty, 
and discovering the curriculum in an outdoor setting. 
 
The YMCA Camp MacLean in Burlington, Wisconsin, has 
been selected as the site for this program. Math, science, 
social studies, art and writing skills are taught through hands
-on activities in a variety of settings. Geology, water studies, 
compass, and journal writing lessons are paired with games, 
skits, and a campfire to engage students in a well-rounded 
experience. Sessions are taught by Lincoln and Camp Mac-
Lean faculty with assistance from parent chaperones. 
 
Parent chaperones are integral to the success of the outdoor 
education program. Chaperones are responsible for a small 
group of students throughout the trip and will supervise a 
cabin of students each evening. 
 
Medical or previous outdoor education experience is pre-
ferred, but not necessary. Instruction and training will be pro-
vided to those chaperones selected for the trip. If you are

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WE WANT YOU TO KNOW  

BACK -TO-SCHOOL TIPS FROM THE OFFICE 
We would like to remind parents of the following 
guidelines:  
 

Ý When reporting an absence, please call the atten-
dance line (847) 394-7350, Press 1, before 7:45 a.m.  
You can leave a message at this number anytime. 

Ý Please help your child be organized in the morning 
before they come to school.  We are happy to help 
your child be successful throughout the day, but we 
need to protect the classroom environment with as 
few interruptions as possible.  Typically, we do not 
call into classrooms for students to pick up forgotten 
items such as homework, lunch, gym suit, etc.  If par-
ents bring these items during the school day, it is 
the studentôs responsibility to check in the office 
for the items.  

Ý Checks are the best way to purchase items in the 
school office (locks, gym suits, etc.)  Often times we 
are unable to provide change. 

 
Our website: lincoln.d57.org is a great source for impor-
tant information, but feel free to call the office anytime. 
 

FROM THE NURSE . . . Please notify the health office if 
your child takes daily, routine medications at home.  This 
is important information to include on the emergency 
card.  We are aware of students who are medicated at 
school, but feel that we need to be aware if a student is 
on daily medication as well. 

 

Lincoln Dress Code  
The following attire is considered inappropriate at Lincoln 
or any school-sponsored event: 

¶ Shirts w/ shoulder straps less than two fingers wide 

¶ Exposed backs, midriffs or navels 

¶ Clothing with spikes or safety pin chains 

¶ Necklines that are low or revealing 

¶ Exposed underwear 

¶ Any revealing skirts or shorts 

¶ Clothing advertising or glorifying the use of drugs, 
tobacco, alcoholic beverages, sex or violence 

¶ Pocket chains or heavy metal jewelry with spikes 

¶ Gym shoes with roller skates attached 

¶ Hats of any kind, including bandanas 
Students who do not follow these guidelines will be asked 
to correct their appearance.  Gym uniforms may be re-
quired.

Important Traffic and 

Parking Procedures 
 

In order to create a safe environment for our stu-

dents, we must all cooperate and comply with the 

traffic restrictions around the school. The following 

points should clarify these expectations: 

§ Slow Down! The school zone speed limit is 

20MPH. Remember: NO CELL PHONE USE in 

a school zone! 

§ Be Patient! We recognize that it takes time to 

drop off/pick up students before and after school  

and we are all very busy. 

§ Stay to the right when dropping off/picking up 

your child in the front drive. The left lane is for 

passing only. 

§ Pull as far forward as possible in the front drive 

to allow for others to fill in behind you. 

§ Students should exit vehicles only on the north 

sidewalk of the front drive. They should not exit 

vehicles and cross in front of others. 

§ Parking is prohibited in the drive and on the 

north side of Lincoln Street in front of school. 

Also, be sure to take note: 

§ Candota Parking lot drop off is permitted. 

 

In the morning, all students should enter through 

Door #7 or Door #8 in the back lot.  NO AUTO 

TRAFFIC IN THE BACK LOT. 

 

Inclement Weather: When the weather requires 

indoor line up, students may enter the building 

through Door # 21 on Candota Street as well.

In our efforts to accommodate the changing needs of middle school students and families, our format for 
parent/teacher conferences is as follows: teachers will contact parents to schedule private conferences for 
those students who show a great need for intervention and growth. In the evening of November 23, Lincoln 
will host an Open-House for all families to come to browse student work, meet our teachers and enjoy infor-
mal  conversation. Parents who still may prefer to schedule a traditional conference (semi-private) with their 
childôs team, will have an opportunity to request a time slot. Requests for traditional conferences will be 
taken after November 5, by emailing your childôs team leader. Availability for traditional team conferences 
may be limited.  

Communication between home and school continues as a priority for Lincoln Middle School. Parent/Teacher 
Conferences have, unfortunately, become known as ñthe time parents get to talk to the teachers.ò This could 
not be any further from the truth. We  strongly encourage parents to  phone or email our teachers with any 
questions or concerns about their childôs experience at Lincoln throughout the entire school year. Middle 
school children change and grow quickly, not just physically, but academically and emotionally as well.  This 
growth happens year-round, not just in November!
