It all began with a discussion between two #57 LRC Directors about a book, Peace-
bound Train which tells how North Koreans fled their country when communism 
swept through. Mrs.Oh then said, “That’s how my husband escaped and ended up 
here in the United States.”  Mrs.Oh and Mrs.Walsh began to collaborate on an idea, 
to bring Mr.Young Oh to Lincoln to talk to our 8th graders, many of whom grew up 
with Mrs.Oh as their librarian for many years at Fairview. 
 
Mrs.Walsh shared Peacebound Train with 8th grade classes. On April 20th,  Lincoln’s 
8th graders listened to Mr. Young Oh’s memories of growing up in Korea under 
Japanese occupation, its liberation by Allied forces, and its eventual split into North 
and South Korea in the 1950’s. He and his wife, Mrs.Laurie Oh, LRC Director at 
Fairview School, received permission to visit family in North Korea in 1988, and 
have been back there several times since. Mr.Oh’s visit personalized Korea’s histori-
cal journey for our 8th graders as they study our post-WWII world, and how the 
events of WWII continues to shape our present geopolitical climate. 
 
We thank Mr.Young Oh for visiting Lincoln and sharing his story with our 8th grade.
