Our boys stepped up 
to the challenge, left it all on the course, and gave 
Lincoln another top 10 finish, by placing 8th out of 30 
teams. 
  
With 258 boys in the race: Griffin S – 214, Colin H – 
174, Max C- 160, Tanner S – 101, Sean S – 91, 
Mathew C – 51, and Karson L – 45 
  
  

Brooke W was fantastic in the girls’ race. She blasted out of the gates and was 
in the top ten 30 seconds into the race. She stayed close to the leaders, passed 
a few with big kick at the end, and finished 6th!
