In our efforts to accommodate the changing needs of our students and families, this year we of-
fer a new format for parent/teacher conferences.  Teachers will contact parents to schedule pri-
vate conferences for those students who show a great need for intervention and growth. In the 
evening of November 24, Lincoln will host an Open-House for all families to come to browse stu-
dent work, meet our teachers and enjoy informal  conversation. Parents who still may prefer to 
schedule a traditional conference (semi-private) with their child’s team, will have an opportunity 
to request a time slot. Requests for traditional conferences will be taken after November 6, by 
emailing your child’s team leader. Availability for traditional team conferences may be limited.  

Communication between home and school continues as a priority for Lincoln Middle School. Par-
ent/Teacher Conferences have, unfortunately, become known as “the time parents get to talk to 
the teachers.” This could not be any further from the truth. We  strongly encourage parents to  
phone or email our teachers with any questions or concerns about their child’s experience at Lin-
coln throughout the entire school year. Middle school children change and grow quickly, not just 
physically, but academically and emotionally as well.  This growth happens year-round, not just 
in November!

Important Traffic and Parking Reminders 
 

In order to create a safe environment for our students, we must all cooperate and comply with the traffic re-
strictions around the school. The following points should clarify these expectations: 
♦ Slow Down! The school zone speed limit is 20MPH.  
♦ Be Patient! We recognize that it takes time to drop off/pick up students and we are all very busy. 
♦ Stay to the right when dropping off/picking up your child in the front drive. The left lane is for passing 

only. 
♦ Pull as far forward as possible in the front drive to allow for others to fill in behind you. 
♦ Students should exit vehicles only on the north sidewalk of the front drive. They should not exit vehicles 

and cross in front of others. 
♦ Parking is prohibited in the drive and on the north side of Lincoln Street in front of school. 
Also, be sure to take note: 
♦ Candota Parking lot drop off is permitted. 

 
In the morning, all students should enter through Door #7 or Door #8 in the back lot. 
Inclement Weather: When the weather requires indoor line up, students may enter the 
building through Door # 21 on Candota Street as well.

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CENTERS FOR DISEASE CONTROL AND PREVENTION (CDC) 
RECOMMENDATIONS REGARDING INFLUENZA 

 

As you may know, flu can be easily spread from person to person. Therefore, we are taking steps to reduce the 
spread of flu at Lincoln Middle School. We are working closely with the Illinois State Board of Education and 
the Cook County Department of Public Health to monitor flu conditions and make decisions about the best steps 
to take concerning schools. We will keep you updated with new information as it becomes available. 

We want to keep the school open to students and functioning in a normal manner during this flu season. But, we 
need your help to do this. 

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommends 4 main ways you and your family 
may keep from getting sick with the flu at school and at home: 

Practice good hand hygiene by washing your hands often with soap and water, especially after cough-
ing or sneezing. Alcohol-based hand cleaners are also effective. 

Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or sneeze.  If you don’t have a tissue, cough 
or sneeze into your elbow or shoulder; not into your hands. 

Do not send children to school if they are ill. Any children who are determined to be ill while at school 
will be sent home. If you or your child are ill, you should stay home for at least 24 hours after there is no 
longer a fever or signs of a fever (without the use of fever-reducing medicine). Keeping sick students at 
home means that they keep their viruses to themselves rather than sharing them with others. 

Get your family vaccinated for seasonal flu and 2009 H1N1 flu when vaccines are available. 

For more information, visit www.flu.gov, or call 1-800-CDC-INFO for the most current information about the 
flu. We will notify you of any additional changes to our school’s strategy to prevent the spread of flu.
