Any opportunity
for dialogue with our families enhances the middle school
experience for our students, and Lincoln’s goal continues
to be to provide your sons and daughters with a safe,
respectful, and challenging environment.

Following is a brief recap of last night’s discussion:

Our new web page is located at: www.lincoln.d57.org. Our
technology department continues to update and adjust the
new site on a daily basis. Please contact us if you are hav-
ing any difficulties navigating the site.

The Parent Portal is connected to our district student data
base. It allows parents to view their child’s grades and at-
tendance information at anytime. A letter of explanation
with specific user codes was mailed home in August with
student schedules. Parents who do not know their child’s
portal access codes should contact the advisory teacher.

District 57 participates in the Mount Prospect Safe School
Standardized Crisis Plan as coordinated by the Mount
Prospect Police and Fire Departments. The plan is thor-
ough and provides well structured plans for emergencies.
Both soft and hard lockdowns are important measures of
safety in the crisis plan and are practiced in drills at
school. During a soft lockdown all students are ac-
counted for and students remain in the building and in
their classrooms. They are not allowed outside of the
building. Exterior doors are confirmed as locked and are
monitored. No one is allowed to enter the building without
administrative approval. Movement within the building may
be restricted. Instruction continues as normally as possible
during a soft lockdown until an “all clear” is announced.
During a hard lockdown all students are accounted for,
gathered, and locked into a classroom with a staff mem-
ber. Students are moved away from doors and windows
and grouped together out of line-of-vision. All lights and
audio visual equipment is turned off. The building is si-
lenced and there is no movement in classrooms or hall-
ways until an “all clear” is announced.
