As you may be aware, the Board of Education recently ap-
proved modifications to start and end times for all district 
schools. Lincoln’s start time will be 7:45 a.m. and release 
will be at 2:49 p.m. for the 2010/2011 school year. This is 
10 minutes earlier than our current schedule. 
 
This change in start and end times provides us an opportu-
nity to review our current configuration of courses and   
enables us to modify our bell schedule to better serve the 
needs of our students.  Before-school programs will also 
begin earlier next year. Band, orchestra, and chorus rehears-
als will begin at 7:00 a.m., but will experience minimal  
reduction in rehearsal minutes. 
 
Advisory has been moved to the end of our school day. This 
will enable all students to participate in advisory activities 
daily. End-of-the-day advisory also allows our teachers to 
help students gather their thoughts and assignments before 
heading home. 
 
Lunches have been shifted by several minutes. The 6th 
grade lunch period is now closer to lunch than breakfast. 
Parents who regularly drop off lunches or schedule appoint-
ments will want to make a note of these changes. 
 
We recognize that these time changes will require adjust-
ments to family life, schedules, and plans.  We are confi-
dent that in a matter of a few weeks our families (and our 
staff, too!) will be able to manage these changes comforta-
bly. Thank you for your continued support of Lincoln Mid-
dle School.

         Board of Education Reports: Board members gave brief re‐
ports of recent district and community meetings/conferences they 
have attended during the past month. 

         Broad Experience Curriculum Review Part I: Don Angelaccio, 
Elizabeth Straczek, and Dr. Susan Woodrow gave a presentation on 
the first phase of curriculum review for the Grades 6 – 8 Board 
Experiences curriculum at Lincoln Middle School. The recommen‐
dation for the Board of Education to approve the Gateway to Tech‐
nology curriculum will appear on the May 6th Board meeting 
agenda. If approved, the curriculum will be implemented next 
school year. 

         Transportation Audit Firm Interview: Ruth Newby from 
TransParGroup, Inc. gave a presentation explaining a transporta‐
tion audit process. TransPar Group conducts a comprehensive 
transportation system evaluation. Ms. Newby answered many 
questions from Board members. TransPar Group will start the audit 
process during the week of April 19, 2010, and plan on presenting 
their report at the May 20, 2010 Board of Education Regular Busi‐
ness Meeting. Meeting will be held at Fairview School, 7:30pm. For 
more information on the Transportation Audit, visit the District 57 
Web site. 

         Consent Agenda: The Board approved the following items

JUNIOR OLYMPICS AND USA OPEN  

 
Brandon and Marcus Malone competed in the Junior 
Olympics and the USA Open held in Las Vegas over 
Easter weekend. The Junior Olympics lasted one long 
day and the USA Open spanned two days. Both tourna-
ments were open to international competitors; had over 
40 countries attending with approximately 1,400 ath-
letes participating. Brandon challenged some of the best 
competitors from Botswana, Venezuela, Ecuador, Mex-
ico, Poland, Canada, Italy, France and the US . . .  just 
to name a few. 
 
Brandon won a Bronze medal in Kata in the Junior 
Olympics; a bronze medal in Kata and a silver medal in 
Kumite in the USA Open competition.
