Lincoln Robotics Competition Teams 

Excel at Regional Tournaments 
 

 Over the weekend of December 13 and 14, the Lincoln 
Robotics Competition Teams participated in regional tournaments 

for the 2009 FIRST LEGO League (FLL) “Smart Move” Challenge.   In successfully 
completing the Challenge, the three Lincoln teams built and programmed a LEGO 
MINDSTORMS robot and completed a research project to explore one of the most rele-
vant topics facing the world today: how can we transform our system of transportation. 
The robot challenge missions included planning efficient routes and sequences, climb-
ing steep ramps, responding to changing conditions, traveling along a narrow bridge 
with no guard rails, and enduring crash tests. The FLL competition is judged in four 
areas: project presentation; robot performance; technical design and programming of 
the robot; and teamwork.  
 The Purple Ninja Monkey Mechanics, a rookie team of six graders  won top 
honors at the Mount Prospect FLL Regional for their research project on how to reduce 
tardiness at Lincoln, which they delivered as a living comic book.  The Ninja Monkeys 
did a great job in all areas of the competition, and learned a lot from their experience.  
This team is comprised of Jacob Arndt, Adam Navigato, Marisa Romanelli, Dani 
O'Brien, David Carter , Dong Kim, Jackson Bordon, John Dixon, and  Vlad Tanev. 
 A team of seventh graders returning for their second FLL season, who called 
themselves The Crash Test Dummies, won the Mount Prospect Regional tournament 
trophy for Teamwork by displaying throughout the tournament their excellent ability to 
work together, especially at times of extreme pressure.   This team performed well in all 
of the judged categories, which awarded them qualification for the FLL Illinois State 
tournament.  The members of this team are:  Oliver Khairallah, Michael Mariani, Char-
lie Revord, Vlad Statulat, Tommy Surleta, Ben Szafarz, Kishan Trivedi, and Alex Wag-
ner. 
 The third Lincoln Robotics team, Thunderbirds, competed in the Palatine Re-
gional Tournament and was recognized as one of the best competitors at that event.  
The Thunderbirds' robot posted the highest score in the Robot Challenge, an achieve-
ment which gave the team the coveted Best Robot Performance trophy.

 The FLL Illinois State Tournament is on Saturday January 16th at Forrest View Educational Center in Arlington 
Heights.  This FREE event is open to the public, and runs from 10 am until 5pm.  In addition to the Robotics competition there 
will be other science, robotic, LEGO displays, and hands-on activities for kids and adults.  Please consider visiting this event 
and cheering on the Lincoln Robotics Competition Teams. 
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
