In our efforts to accommodate the changing needs of our 
students and families, this year we offer a new format for 
parent/teacher conferences.  Team private conferences 
have been arranged for those families with whom teach-
ers feel the need to meet. In the evening of November 
24, Lincoln will host an Open-House for all families to 
come to browse student work, meet our teachers and 
enjoy informal  conversation. We are confident that this 
new format meets the majority of our families’ needs.  
 
There may be a few parents who may prefer to schedule 
a traditional conference (semi-private) with their child’s 
teachers. Those parents will have an opportunity to    
request a time slot beginning at 7:30am on Monday. 
Availability for traditional team conferences may be lim-
ited.  
 
Following is the process for these requests: Parents 
should first view the available conference times via our 
Lincoln webpage. Conferences are scheduled during a 
one half hour time slot in which six sets of parents rotate 
through the team of teachers. 
 
Parents should next email their child’s team leader to 
request an available conference time. 
 
Parents will receive one of two email responses: 

A) Confirmation of the requested time, or  
B) A request to select a different available time, 

as slots will be filled on a first come, first 
served basis. 

 
We know that this change results in fewer available time 
slots for traditional conferences, but are confident that 
the Parent/Teacher Open House on Tuesday, November 
24, from 5:30-8:30, best meets the needs of our Lincoln 
families.

ILLINOIS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION’S 
ELIMINATION OF FUNDING FOR 

PARENT GUARDIAN TRANSPORTATION 
REIMBURSEMENT PROGRAM 

  
Recently the District was notified by the Illinois State Board 
of Education that lack of funding will prevent the State Board 
from paying any Parent Guardian Transportation claims filed 
for the 2008-2009 school year.  Reimbursements were rou-
tinely paid in December of each year.  It is the District’s hope 
that funding for this program will be reinstated so parents 
and guardians that have filed claims will promptly be reim-
bursed and any interested parents and guardians can con-
tinue to utilize the program in the future.
